Thurston County Fire Protection District #4 has placed a proposition on the September 19th 2006 ballot to restore the District’s regular real property tax levy to $1.50 per thousand dollars of assessed valuation. The tax increase is necessary to meet the increased costs of the District’s operations and salaries of fi refi ghters. The District tax levy provides the funding for the maintenance, operation and salary of fi refi ghters for the District. Using $190,000 as the average cost of a home in District #4, the total tax levy at $1.50 per $1000 assessed property value would be $285 per year or $0.78 per day.

Ensure Fire District Funding . . .

Fire District #4 gets its revenue from a tax levy based on the assessed value of your property. We rely on our citizens to support community fire and emergency medical services. There is no other funding from any county, state, or federal source. The area served by the district has been undergoing rapid growth, and funding at the current rate cannot keep up. Without your approval, because of Initiative 747, our tax collection is limited to 1%. The district tax collection only increases 1% per year even though your whole tax bill may go up 10-15%!

Paid Staffing is Essential to Maintain Quality Emergency Response.

Approving the levy rate of $1.50 per $1000 assessed property value would enable us to begin to hire paid firefighters. As the population increases, the demand for fire and emergency medical service increases. Our volunteers can no longer respond to all of the calls.
