Voter Qualifications

To register to vote, you must be:

• A citizen of the United States

• Residing at your current address for a minimum of 30 days before the date of the election

• A legal resident of Washington state

• At least 18 years old by election day

• Not presently denied your civil rights as a result of being convicted of a felony Federal law now requires you to provide valid identification.

When to Register – Deadlines

New Registrants

Individuals who are not currently registered in the State of Washington may register by mail 30 or more days prior to the election, or they may register in person at the Auditor’s Office up to 15 days before the election.

Address Changes (anywhere within Washington)

If you were previously registered anywhere in Washington, and have moved, you must change your residential address 30 or more days prior to the election to be able to vote based on your new address. You may call, email, or mail your address change to our office (contact information to the right).

Name Changes

Name changes must be submitted 30 or more days prior to the election. You may use the registration form provided below to change your name.
