Voter
Qualifications

To register to vote you
must be:

-A citizen of the United
States.

-Residing at your current
address for a minimum
of 30 days (October 4)
before Election Day.

-A legal resident of
Washington State.

-At least 18 years old by
Election Day.

Felony Convictions:

-If you have been
convicted of a felony, you
lose the right to vote until
it is restored.

-If you were convicted

in Washington State
Superior Court, your right
to vote is restored as long
as you are not either in
prison or on community
custody for that felony
with the Washington
State Department of
Corrections (DOC).**

-If you were convicted in
another state or in federal
court, your right to vote
is restored as long as you
are not incarcerated for
that felony.

Registration Cut-offs:
New Registrants
Individuals who are not
currently registered in
Washington may register
by mail 29 or more days
(October 5) prior to the
election, or they may
register in-person at the
Auditor’s Office up to 8
days (October 26) before
Election Day.

Address and Name
Changes

If you were previously
registered anywhere in
Washington and have
moved or changed your
name, you must update
your voter registration
record by October 5.
