Questions and Answers

1.  The Project timeline is to start on or before April 30 and to be completed by June 1, 2010.  Is this related to the project funding?  
Yes this is directly related to the funding source restrictions

2. The Executive Summary indicates that you are looking for implementation costs and estimated annual ongoing cost.  Are these a part of the RFP or should we consider them as a deliverable with the completed study? 
 This is part of the deliverables and not expected in the RFP

3. Site Selection:  The RFP indicates pre-existing sites.  Are we to recommend a preferred site with a Preliminary site plan, Preliminary Concept Design and 3-D rendering as the deliverables for this study?  
Yes this is correct, along with the cost analysis as noted above.

4. What level of LEED Sustainability are you seeking?  Will you be applying for LEED Certification?  
This will depend on the overall cost versus a standard building.  We want to evaluate all options through this project.  We envision a Bronze level if we opt for LEED Certification.

5. What are the anticipated lengths of stay at the student housing facility?  
We anticipate the typical stay to be 4 nights (standard workweek) 

6.   Have any architects, engineers or contractors been previously involved prior to this RFP?

7. Are you going to select directly from the RFP Submittal or do you envision and interview process? 
We reserve the right to seek additional information as specified in the RFP timeline.  This depends on the completeness of submitted proposals.

8. In conducting a "market rate comparative analysis should it be built
elsewhere" is this meant to be considered elsewhere regionally, nationally,
or some other scope?  Also, would this comparative cost analysis include or
exclude the cost of land and infrastructure to the site?
Answer:  This study will be for the site at Satsop only.  No other locations should be considered.  The particular placement at Satsop is within the realm of the study.  The cost analysis should include the cost of the land and any needed infrastructure improvements to create the desired project.
9. In the Cost Analysis Section of the March 8, 2010 RFP, is it the desire to
determine both fixed and variable operating costs of the project?  If
variable operating cost estimates are desired, does RETC (or others) already
have student/training use projections for the training facility upon
completion?

Answer:  Variable cost estimates should be included.  They should be based on a 60% occupancy rate of the housing spaces.  Primarily the spaces will be occupied Monday-Thursday nights.
